The Department of Foreign Affairs presents its compliments to all Diplomatic Missions
and has the honor to inform them of the new guidelines for the issuance of diplomatic clearance

for the entry/exit and movement of foreign aircraft and vessels in the Philippine territory.
These new procedures and requirements shall apply to:

A. All foreign state (owned, operated, chartered, andfor military) aircraft and
instruments intending to enter, transit, and depart from Philippine airspace
including those intending to call at designated airports (landing or staging area) in

the territory of the Philippines as part of official, peaceful, and approved activities.

B. All foreign state (owned, operated, chartered, and/or military) vessels, including its
complement or launch craft, vessels, instruments, and platforms, intending to visit
and/or call at designated seaports in the territory of the Philippines as part of

official, peaceful and approved activities.
I Classification

a. Regular / Standard. This includes flight and voyage with the purpose of
overflying, landing, port call, and other military-related activities which shall be

processed within a period of fifteen (15) calendar days.

b. Overflight. Requests for overflight clearance shall be processed within 24 hours

from the receipt of request.

¢. VVIP. Flights under this classification shall be processed within a period of five (5)
calendar days from the date of submission to the Intelligence and Security Unit

(ISU).




d. Emergency. Requests shall be processed within 24 hours from receipt of request.
An emergency condition may include, in-flight, vessels in distress, medical, and

weather-induced emergencies,

e. Humanitarian. Requests shall be processed within 24 hours from receipt of

request.

f. Special Aerlal Maneuvers and/or Air-to-Alr Refueling. The request shall be

processed within a period of fifteen (15) calendar days.
Il.  Amendment to a Request

a. Amendment to an approved request of effective dates of clearance shall be
covered by a new diplomatic clearance request submitted to ISU at least three (3)

days prior to ETA,

b. For aircraft/vessels that have already entered the Philippine territory, a new
diplomatic clearance request must be submitted to ISU at least three (3) days
prior to the end of an effective diplomatic clearance indicating the reason for such

amendment.

c. In case of need to readjust the flight or voyage schedule due to inclement weather
or technical difficulty, clearance may be extended to seventy-two (72) hours,

provided that the Department is duly informed at least 24 hours in advance.

d. Reguest for any extension of the effective date of a diplomatic clearance shall be
submitted through a Note Verbale and shall be subjected to a three (3) calendar
day processing period, reckoned from the date of receipt of such request. A

request for extension may be granted under the following conditions:
i. Inclement weather
ii. Repair of aircraft / vessels
iii. Emergency medical assistance

e. Request for extension beyond the 72-hour period shall be subjected to the

procedures in the amendment of a request.




f.  Changes to a pending request shall be considered as a new diplomatic clearance

request subject to the conditions set forth in the classification of requests.
lll.  Policy Guidelines and Requirements
a. Arequest for diplomatic clearance shall pertain to a single activity only.

b. A diplomatic clearance may be processed only for a request with complete details
and information as required in the standard form (See Annex A.1 for aircraft and
A.2 for vessel) and other relevant information as may be required, which shall be

submitted to DFA-ISU.

c. The diplomatic clearance requests governed by bilateral frameworks such as
Status of Visiting Forces Agreement (SOVFA) may cover single or multiple aircraft
and vessels with single or multiple overflights, landing, transit and port calls
participating in a single or multiple activities within a 30-day period for aircraft and
90-day period for vessel. However, the complete itinerary or flight plan and all
other requirement information of each participating aircraft and vessel (including
unmanned aerial vehicle and analogous to the same) must be submitted along
with the request for clearance. The Department shall issue individual Diplomatic

Clearance Numbers to approved aircraft or vessel clearance requests.

d. A request for consolidated diplomatic clearance must include all required details
of aircraft and vessels including unmanned aerial vehicle and analogous to the
same to be submitted to the DFA-ISU; if such details are not yet available at the
time of application, an Advisory must be submitted at least three (3) days before

ETA of the aircraft or vessel.

The Department of Foreign Affairs avails itself of this opportunity to renew to all

Diplomatic Missions the assurances of its highest consideration.
